Records attempted using Sustainable Aviation Fuel (SAF) are eligible for NAA’s 

Sustainable Wings certification.  Contestants must submit fuel receipts showing 

the purchase of SAF (compliant with the current requirements of ASTM D7566, 

D1655, D910) immediately prior to the record attempt.  The quantity of SAF 

purchased must meet or exceed the quantity of fuel burned during the flight.   

Evidence of fuel burned during the flight must be documented using Datalink 

avionics logs showing fuel quantities at both “off” and “on” messages.  Other 

methods of documentation may be approved by NAA’s Contest and Records 

Board. 

 A special “Sustainable Wings Certification” seal will be added to NAA’s Certificate 

of Record for all flights earning the recognition.
